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What is Leadership Commerce City?
This 10-month community outreach and engagement opportunity was designed to allow community leaders to gain a better understanding of the Commerce City community and become more aware of all the city has to offer. The program allows the participants to create new networks and find areas to support beyond the class. The program begins the 2nd Friday of September with an orientation session and completes in mid-June with a graduation ceremony.
WHAT WILL I LEARN?
The program is designed, through the monthly presentations, to give each participant a “behind the scenes” tour of our city.  From the history to the current issues facing our community, the class will hear from the experts via presentations. The course features site visits to organizations that the public normally does not see.  The class is interactive, and participants will be encouraged to attend every session and help develop a community service project to be implemented before the program ends.
OBJECTIVES/Outcomes
· Gain a better understanding of the existing public and private originations servicing Commerce City and how each operates.
· Look for opportunities to support current structures by volunteering, running for office or serving on a board.


HISTORY AND FOUNDING OF LEADERSHIP COMMERCE CITY
The original concept of Leadership Commerce City (LCC) started on a much smaller scale in 2014. The program was slated to be called “Leadership Adams14.”  After several meetings with school district and community leaders it was determined that a more robust program should be developed encompassing the entire Commerce City community. Thanks to the support of the Adams 14 School District, City of Commerce City, community leaders, the Aurora Chamber of Commerce, and their Leadership Aurora program, LCC launched August of 2015. LCC is designed to provide perspective, networking, learning, and leadership experiences for those who live, work, and serve in Commerce City.



PROGRAM HIGHLIGHTS

· You will learn more about the Commerce City community, to build leadership for a quality community.

· Leadership Commerce City equips participants to grow professionally and ascend to the next level in their business and community endeavors via training in several areas from effective communication skills to interacting with elected officials.  This can help build a strong community foundation for future growth.

· The program brings diverse people together to broaden their experiences and perspectives.  This Leadership program commences each September and continues through June with a graduation in Mid-June.

· Leadership skills are emphasized in all classes which challenge participants to enhance their management and leadership skills through class assignments and field trips. 

· The community becomes the classroom as classes are held in a variety of forums throughout Commerce City.  This will give you the opportunity to expand your business horizons.

· Participants learn through various channels including presentations given by prominent speakers within the Commerce City and Denver area.

· Participate in a capstone project that will positively impact the City of Commerce City.

3. Must attend 8 classes to graduate. (First Friday of every month starting September 13, 2024) The first class is mandatory.
4. I agree to be interviewed by members of the Leadership Commerce City Committee as part of the application process.
5. Interviews will be completed by August 23rd, 2024.
6. Notification will be sent out regarding acceptance by email.
7. Application deadline is August 6, 2024.  Payment is due with the application.
8. Application must be completed (adams14foundation.org).

Cancellation & Refund Policy 
1. Cancellations must be made in writing and received by the Leadership Commerce City Administrator by 5:00 p.m. on the dates specified below. 
2. Cancellations before August 11th will be given a full refund of any tuition paid. 
3. Cancellations after August 18th and prior to the start of the opening session will be given a 50% refund of the full tuition amount. If scholarship money has been provided, no tuition refund will be provided to the participant. If no tuition has been paid, 50% tuition will be due. 
4. Cancellations the day of the opening session and after will be given no refund. Any candidate who misses the first session will be dropped from the class and will still be responsible for the full tuition amount.

4)  A Capstone Project is required independent of class sessions.  (Must be completed prior to graduation).
A maximum excused absence time of sixteen (16) hours will be allowed during the program year. Time absent will be counted if a class member arrives late or leaves early. Please arrive on time and stay until the session ends. 
If a class member is absent more than the allowed sixteen hours, then the participant must submit a written statement to the Leadership Commerce City Committee as to the reason for the absence(s). 
The Committee may decide to require the class member to make-up the day by attending a Leadership Commerce City session the following year, doing an independent study day, writing a one-page typed paper about the topic missed, or attending some alternate event, etc. and will be handled on a case-by-case basis.
Absences over the allowable sixteen hours may be excused only because of severe illness, catastrophe, or extenuating circumstances based upon a written statement to, and approval by, the Leadership Commerce City Committee. Participants that are absent more than sixteen hours will be required to attend those sessions missed the following year and may be able to graduate with future classes.
Class members will be kept informed throughout the program year of the number of hours they have been counted absent.
